Purpose: Report the number of participants by age group, ethnicity/race, and sex.
Categories:

e Age Groups: 16-18, 19-24, 25-44, 45-54, 55-59, 60+.

e Ethnicity/Race: Same as Table 1.

e Sex: Male, Female.
Key Data: Total participants in each category.

Table 2A: Reportable Individuals by Age, Ethnicity, and Sex

Purpose: Report individuals who have completed fewer than 12 contact hours by age, ethnicity/race, and sex.
Categories: Same as Table 2.
Key Data: Total reportable individuals in each category.

Table 3: Participants by Program Type and Age

Purpose: Report participants by program type (e.g., ABE, ESL, IELCE) and age.
Categories:
e Program Types: Adult Basic Education, Adult Secondary Education, English Language Acquisition,
Integrated English Literacy and Civics Education.
e Age Groups: Same as Table 2.
Key Data: Total participants in each program type and age group.

Table 4: Measurable Skill Gains (MSG) by Entry Level

Purpose: Track skill gains by entry level for each participant.

Purpose: Report participant employment status, education level, and program type at entry.
Categories:

e Highest Degree: No Schooling, Secondary School Diploma, Postsecondary Degree.

e Program Types: Family Literacy, Workplace Adult Education.
Key Data: Total participants in each category.
